Scheduled Activities 
A provisional program is on the website for forthcoming sessions, and we update the ‘Calendar’ 
timetable system on the website as courses and future sessions are confirmed. We also leave periods 
open for private and group bookings, which have been popular with Corporate Training days and 
events, Hen/Stag and adult Birthday Parties (when required we provide packages which include high 
quality organic catering) and Special rates are available for private sessions and one to one tuition. 
Feedback from our customers is being taken into consideration in our 2008 program. I will be in 
touch in the coming week to see where we can enhance our services, and receive any constructive 
criticism. 

We are now taking bookings for Kayak Pool Courses, beginning Jan 15 th and Feb 12 th (apart from a 
few places on the November course, all sessions till then are full). Offered only on Tuesday evenings, 
the modern heated indoor pool at Peel is the ideal environment for learning. With high instructor to 
client ratio, this intensive course covers the main aspects of kayak safety and introduces core skills. 

‘Introduction to Sea Kayaking’ split courses will continue to run monthly, one session a week on 
Sunday mornings, over 4 weeks. The October course runs this Sunday (14 th till 4 th Nov), and the 
November course runs 18 th till 9 th Dec.
Adventure Club Intermediate sessions will continue on Sundays, beginning at midday.
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We have introduced a much needed weekly session to cater for those who have completed beginner
and skills courses with us, and wish to continue having regular coaching and trips. Labelled as ‘Intro-
mediate’ sessions, these follow after the Intermediate session on a Sunday Afternoon.
The ‘Leadership in Advanced Conditions’ program will continue on Thursday evenings. 

Rock Climbing / Bouldering
We have now a list of those wishing to participate in regular Rock activities, and 
from October 27 th , we will be running a weekly rock Climbing / Abseiling /
